Parents drop students at the registration area and collect students from the same place at the end
of the day. The G.A.T.EWAYS supervisor oversees the smooth running of registration, breaks and pick-up.

This is a teacher nominated program
Students must receive a nomination before they enrol.

Students are grouped into lower years (1, 2, 3) and upper years (4, 5, 6)
Lower years workshops run on one day and upper years workshops on another day.
These days do not need to be consecutive.

We run 2 groups on the lower years day and 2 groups on the upper years day

Two presenters (with their own materials and resources) and one supervisor

Fee is usually paid by parents but can be subsidised by schools
